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Registering for SNL Online courses

All competences are two credits unless otherwise noted. Most courses can be taken for up to two
competences, but not more than two.

All SNL Online courses have an enrollment limit. Instructors are not able to grant permission for students
to register over the cap. There is no waiting list for online courses. You can always check Campus
Connect for space availability.

You can find your Campus Connect login credentials in
the conditional admission letter that you received from SNL. If you do not have your Campus Connect
login credentials, please call DePaul's Technology Contact Center (TCC) at 312-362-8765. The TCC will
be able to assist you with your Campus
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Connect login credentials. We recommend that you login to your course several days before it begins
during preview week, so that you can be sure your username and password are correct.

The discussion forum is the main means of student and faculty interaction, and it addresses all issues
related to content and procedures of the course. Students do not need to log on at any particular time,
but do need to participate in the discussion several times each week throughout the duration of the
course.

Connect. If your email address has recently changed, you must update your email address under the
“Home” and “Preferred” fields on Campus Connect. Log into Campus Connect at
https://campusconnect.depaul.edu go to 'Demographic Portfolio' and update your email address.
